Resolution No 37/2014

of the Senate of the Medical University of Silesia

of March 19, 2014
regarding: 
the changes to Resolution No 85/2013 of the Senate of the Medical University of Silesia of May 22, 2013, with regard to terms and procedures of admission to the English language program in the academic year 2014/2015

Pursuant to article 62 item 1 of the Polish Higher Education Law of 27 July 2005 (consolidated text in Journal of Laws of 2012, item 572, with further amendments) and § 126, section 1 of the Statue of the Medical University of Silesia in Katowice
The Senate of the Medical University of Silesia in Katowice
resolves as follows:

§ 1

1. In Appendix No 1 to Resolution No 85/2013 The Senate of the Medical University of Silesia in Katowice of May 22, 2013 - „Terms and procedures of admission to the English language program offered at the Medical University of Silesia in Katowice” the following changes shall be implemented:

1) in § 1: 

a) section 4 receives a new wording: 
„4. The admission limit for English language medical and medical-dental programs is specified by the Ministry of Health in agreement with the Ministry of Science and Higher Education. Proposed admission limit is introduced by the Dean upon  the opinion of the Faculty Board”,
b) section 5 is added, in the following wording:

„5. Candidates can apply for the following English language programs offered by the  Medical University of Silesia:

1) medical program – at the School of Medicine in Katowice,

2) medical-dentistry program – at the School of Medicine with the Division                       of Dentistry,

3) pharmacy – at the School of Pharmacy with the Division of Laboratory Medicine,

4) nursing, midwifery and physiotherapy – at the School of Health Sciences,

5) public health undergraduate program as well as dietetics and public health graduate programs – at the School of Public Health.
2) in § 3, section 5 and 7 receive a new wording:

„5. The level of English language of the candidates seeking admission to the English language program should be advanced. Candidates from countries with a native language other than English must document their fluency in English language with certificates, diplomas or other official documents stating that they completed education in English language at previous school or with one of the certificates listed in Appendix No 1 to these terms and procedures.

7. Admission Committee will notify candidates whether they were or were not enrolled to the program. Each candidate will receive an official written decision forwarded               to the mailing address indicated by this candidate.”.
3) in § 4:
a) in section 2 points 10) and 11) are added in the following wording:
„10) health certificate confirming no objections to take up studies in respective fields,
11) original or a notarized copy of college diploma (applies to candidates who apply for graduate programs). "
b) section 3, 4, 5 and 6 receive a new wording:

„3. Upon satisfactory verification of the above listed admission documents, candidates who graduated from foreign high schools and apply for medical, medical-dentistry or pharmacy program will attend an oral examination in English language. The date of the examination will be established by the Admission Committee. During the examination candidate’s knowledge on Polish high school level will be evaluated in the following fields of study, as per candidate’s choice: 
a) biology and chemistry, or
b) biology and physics, or
c) chemistry and physics.
4. Final result in the oral examination exercises control over candidate’s admission to the English language program.

5. Candidates specified in section 3, will be admitted to the English language program based on a ranked list. Candidate’s position in the ranked list will depend on the oral examination result. 
6. In case of candidates who completed high school in Poland their position in the ranked list will depend on baccalaureate scores obtained in: biology (required) and chemistry or physics or mathematics (optional )taken on advanced level. Obtaining minimum scoring required for admission to the first year of extramural studies in Polish language at the Medical University of Silesia is the condition to be granted admission to the English language medical program, medical dentistry program and pharmacy.”,
c) section 7-15 are added in the following wording:

„7. Admission process for candidates who graduated from foreign high schools and apply for undergraduate programs in nursing, midwifery and physiotherapy is based on the final score obtained in biology course completed on medium level as well as on successful evaluation of the admission documents specified in item 2.
8.  Candidates specified in item 7 will be admitted to the English language program based on the ranked list. Candidate’s position in the ranked list will depend on the outcome of the qualification procedure.
9. In case of candidates who completed high school in Poland their position in the ranked list will depend on baccalaureate scores obtained in biology taken on basic level or on advanced level converted to basic level. Obtaining minimum scoring required for admission to the first year of intramural studies in Polish language at the Medical University of Silesia is the condition to be granted admission to  the English language undergraduate programs in nursing, midwifery, and physiotherapy..

10. Admission process for candidates who graduated from foreign high schools and apply for undergraduate program in public health is based on the final score obtained in one of the following courses, as per candidate’s choice: biology, chemistry, mathematics, physics or civics, completed on medium level as well as on successful evaluation of the admission documents specified in item 2. 
11. Candidates specified in item 10  will be admitted to the English language program based on a ranked list. Candidate’s position in the ranked list will depend on the outcome of the qualification procedure.

12. In case of candidates who graduated high school in Poland  their position in the ranked list will depend on baccalaureate scores obtained in one of the following courses, as per candidate’s choice: biology, chemistry, mathematics, physics or civics, taken on basic level or on advanced level converted to basic level. Obtaining minimum scoring required for admission to the first year of intramural studies in Polish language at the Medical University of Silesia is the condition to be granted admission to  the English language undergraduate program in public health.
13. Qualification procedure for graduate program in public health is based on the contest of grade point average (GPA) earned during undergraduate program study period (average grade is calculated as arithmetic mean score for all exams and final evaluations in courses obtained during entire study period).
14. Candidates who apply for graduate program in dietetics should hold undergraduate program degree in: dietetics, human nutrition, human nutrition and food evaluation, food and nutrition technology.
15. Qualification procedure for graduate program in dietetics is based on the contest of grade point average (GPA) earned during undergraduate program study period (average grade is calculated as arithmetic mean score for all exams and final evaluations in courses obtained during entire study period). 
4) in § 5 section 1 receives a new wording:

„1.English language medical program admission proceedings can be instituted for candidates who graduated from or have attended premedical or paramedical colleges. Those candidates may apply to the Dean for transfer of credits obtained in courses included in the first and second years curriculum.”
§ 2

The remaining provisions of Resolution No 85/2013 of the Senate of the Medical University of Silesia in Katowice of May 22, 2013 do not change. 
§ 3

The consolidated text of Appendix No 1 to Resolution No 85/2013 of May 22, 2013 constitutes Appendix No 1 to this Resolution.

§ 4

The Vice-Rector for Academic and Students’ Affairs is responsible for translating this resolution into English. 

§ 5

The text of this resolution is to be placed on the University’s website in both Polish and English.

§ 6

The implementation of this Resolution is placed upon the Deans of the Schools where studies in English are conducted. 

§ 7

This Resolution shall come into force on the date of adoption.
